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Constitution

1. Name

The name of the Club shall be Ben Wyvis Cycle Club (BWCC) thereinafter referred to as “the Club”

2. Objectives of the Club

· To promote the sport of cycling with a particular emphasis on mountain bike riding and racing but also supporting road, track and cyclocross riding and racing. 

· To promote the development of skills and fitness through coaching and training. 
· To provide a basis to enjoy cycling in a responsible manner in accordance with the Scottish Outdoor Access Code and also to strive to facilitate relations with other land users and owners. 
· To endeavor to provide education and improved trail facilities for the benefit of cyclists and non-cyclists.
3. Membership

Any individual wishing to become a member of the club shall complete an application form to be submitted with the annual subscription fee.

The annual subscription shall be set by the Clubs’ Management Committee and reviewed annually.

The annual subscription shall be due on the 1st February each year. Any member not paying the subscription by that date shall be deemed to have resigned and have forfeited all rights and privileges accruing from membership.

New members joining after 1st February in each year shall pay a full subscription in the membership year, in order to have full membership rights.

The names, addresses and other relevant details of members shall be held confidentially by the Club, and may be stored by electronic means.

No member shall be entitled to race under the Club's name/colours unless they are clear in the Clubs’ books and approved by the Club Coach.

The Club shall have the right for good and sufficient reasons to terminate the membership of an individual member.  The member whose expulsion is being considered will be given an opportunity to be heard by the Clubs’ Management Committee before a decision is made.
4. Annual General Meeting

The Club will convene an Annual General Meeting during the second week in November each year (or other date as determined by the Management Committee). At least seven days notice of such meeting shall be sent to members enclosing a copy of the Agenda.

5. Management Committee

The management of the Club shall be a Committee consisting of the Club Officials, plus five additional committee members.

The Club Officials shall consist of a Chairperson, a Secretary and a Treasurer. These officials and additional committee members are to be elected from and by members of the Club at the Annual General Meeting and shall continue in office until the next Annual General Meeting of the Club. At the second and subsequent Annual General Meetings, all members of the Committee shall retire from office but will be eligible for re-election.

If the Chairperson is unable to attend any meeting of the Club, the Secretary shall preside, otherwise the members present shall, before any business is transacted, choose one of their number to preside at the meeting.

The Committee shall have the power to appoint sub-committees as it may from time to time and will determine their powers and terms of reference.

The Committee may co-opt advisors and non-voting observers as required.

The Committee shall meet no less frequently than quarterly, to transact the Club's business. Any member of the Committee absent from three consecutive meetings, without affording reasonable explanation, and obtaining leave of absence, shall be deemed to have resigned, and the Committee shall fill the vacancy.

The Committee whose decision shall be binding on all parties shall deal with any matters not provided for in the Constitution.

Rules of procedure at all meetings
· Voting:
All questions arising at any meeting shall be decided by a majority of those present and entitled to vote.  In the case of equality of votes the Chairperson or the person presiding in her or his place shall have a second or casting vote.

· Quorum:
A minimum of five members shall provide a quorum at meetings of the Committee.  A minimum of four meetings must be held per annum which includes the Annual General Meeting.

· Agenda:  Items for inclusion on the Agenda of any General Meeting must reach the Secretary at least seven days before the date of the meeting.
· Minutes:
The Club shall keep Minutes and the Secretary shall record all the proceedings and resolutions.
7.  
Finance

All monies raised by or on behalf of the Club shall be applied to further the objects of the Club and for no other purpose.

Monies held by the Club shall be deposited in an interest bearing bank account in the Club's name, or other such accounts as determined by the Committee.
The Club's financial year shall commence on the 1st February and end on the 31st January, after which date the Treasurer shall prepare the Balance Sheet and subsidiary accounts, which shall be examined by an independent examiner appointed by the committee at the previous Annual General Meeting.

8.
Extraordinary General Meetings

An Extraordinary General Meeting may be called by the Committee or by the Secretary upon written receipt of a reasonable request signed by seven members, subject to at least seven days notice, with a copy of the agenda attached, being given to all members.

9.
Changes to the Constitution

No alteration or addition to the Constitution shall be made except with the consent of at least two-thirds of the members present at the Annual General Meeting or Extraordinary General Meeting called for the purpose.

10.
Dissolution of the club

If the Club decides at any time that it is necessary to dissolve the Club, it shall call a meeting of all members not less than twenty-one days before the date at which such dissolution is first to be considered.

In the event of dissolution of the Club, its assets including any monies held in its bank account may only be transferred to a registered charity and, if possible one with similar objects.
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
